TASK:

Over the summer months you will need to spend some time on your Reflective Project.  Please take the time to thoughtfully respond to all the questions in detail, and make sure you elaborate with specific examples.  Remember, there is no “correct” answer for each question, but rather your objective is to be sincere and to gauge where you are in the process of completing your Reflective Project.  In the fall you will share this will your supervisor, PPS teacher, and your peers.

All responses need to be typed in an easy to read font (Arial is recommended), size 12.  Use default settings with a once inch margin on all four sides.  You may complete the Reflective Project Outline in either MS Word, or in a google doc.  Please print out two copies: one to submit, and one to place in your IBCP binder under the Reflective Project tab.  You are also required to share/email the file with me.
