Reflective Project Outline Presentation
First and foremost, I want you to RELAX!  Take a deep breath, smile, and look your audience in the eye.  This is an informal presentation in which you will share your ideas, thoughts, and plans for your Reflective Project.  
Although the project is due in about a year’s time, you will have multiple meetings and discussions with your supervisor, your ATL teacher, your peers, and yourself.  This project is not static, and it will change and evolve over time.  This is especially true as you start to dig deep into your topic, and your topic’s ethical dimension.  Your own inquiry and increased understanding will drive your learning.  Also, keep in mind that you are the authority on your topic, and your supervisor and ATL teacher are there only to facilitate your investigation and to provide you with feedback.  

Please make sure you identify and cover all the points below in your presentation.  Good Luck! 
1. ISSUE:  Explain what your project is about.  Does it tie into your career-related studies?  Explain.
2. TOPIC:  What is your research topic question?  Explicitly state in the form of a question.

3. ETHICAL DIMENSION:  What is the ethical dilemma you will address in your RP?

4. PERSPECTIVES:  What are the two sides of this ethical dilemma?

5. TYPE: What type of format will you use to communicate your research and understanding of your topic?
